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Little Quinquin
“There’s a killer on the road…”
An improbable, screwball and slapstick police procedural focusing on bizarre crimes on the outskirts of a small Channel town in the Boulonnais that has fallen prey to evil, and to a band of young scoundrels led by Li’l Quinquin and his beloved Eve.
A TV serie for Arte directed by Bruno Dumont produced by 3B 
 (Translators Note: Little Quin’quin, meaning “little child” in the Picardy dialect known as Ch’ti, is an 1853 lullaby that brought fame to the region and is considered by some to be the anthem of northern France.)
Director’s Note
P'tit Quinquin is a comedy -  almost procedural but also farcical, grotesque and slapstick - about the tragedy of an unexplained series of murders. It is steeped in a French region and its identity, namely the Boulonnais, a country of farmland and coastal towns along the Channel.
Shot in a small fishing village surrounded by immense fields, the series will star only locals, homegrown folks of small means who speak “Ch’ti,” the local accent and vernacular. It will feature an offbeat cast that clashes with the genre, even as it uses its codes. 
Unlikely policemen, who are nonetheless highly motivated and sincerely devoted to a traditional investigation, that is at once macabre, complex, mystical; thuggish children driven to adult feelings ; unscrupulous adults gone astray... all of them forsaken by a French society in shambles, but all animated and enlivened by a sense of poetry, humor and farce that unwaveringly illuminates them.
